What is Duraflex?
Extreme Dimensions’ new Duraflex aerodynamics is a revolutionary product which combines the advantages of fiberglass, plastic, and flex resins to obtain its unique features. 

Why is it superior to conventional materials?

Duraflex products obtain a much higher durability rate than the average fiberglass product, reducing damage rates up to 75%. All Duraflex products feature a black primer finish, a quality aluminum mesh, general hardware kit, and a general guide to help you install the product. Conventional fiberglass products have cracks throughout the gel coat, are thin, have seams down the middle of the bumper, and are brittle or weak. In essence, our new Duraflex products will give you greater durability at the cost of fiberglass. Please refer to our website for downloadable videos of this new revolutionary product.

What kind of quality control does my Duraflex product go through?
All Duraflex parts go through a 10 point inspection. Each and every part is checked for waviness, chips in the primer, workmanship, cracks, etc. This ensures that all our customers receive the highest quality product available. Due to the rigorous inspection process, our customers save on preparation labor resulting in a reduced total cost for installation.

What if I received the parts damaged? **
Some products may be damaged during transit. Please inspect all packages. In the event that damage has occurred, accept the package and sign “DAMAGED” on the delivery bill and contact the seller within 24 hours. Please retain all boxes and other packaging materials as package may be subject to inspection by the carrier. Extreme Dimensions will then file a claim within 24 hours. If you accept the package w/o signing damage and the parts are damaged, you will have to inform the shipper of “concealed damage” and contact the seller within 24 hours. A damage claim will be filed on your behalf, but replacement parts will not be shipped until the claim is won. Failure to comply with this policy may result in denial of your damage claim.

What if I want to return the parts? **
Our customer guarantee is that you can return your item within 10 days of receipt for any reason as long as it is returned in original packaging and you pay for return shipping, as original shipping fees are non-refundable. All returns must be authorized and approved by the seller. Once the return is approved by the seller, the seller will then issue a Return Authorization Number to the customer. All return requests must be made within 10 days after receiving order to avoid the 25% restocking fee. All returns must be returned to the seller in unused and unaltered condition with original packaging and with the R.A. number. Insure the product is very well packaged. Refunds will not be issued on returns that are damaged during shipping back to the seller and the product is not received in original packaging. Failure to comply with this return policy will result in a refusal of the shipment and will be returned to customer at his/her own expense.

What kind of body shop should I have this kit installed by and is it hard to install these products?  
We highly recommend professional installation by an experienced custom shop. Not all body shops have experience in installing aftermarket body kits. A body shop with 10 years experience in doing collision work, but no experience in aftermarket body kits is not recommended. It would be better to take the kit to a body shop with just 5 years of experience but specializes in installing aftermarket body kits. We do not recommend our consumers doing the installs by themselves.
How would I install these products?

All aerodynamics are manufactured with fiberglass unless otherwise noted. Due to the material used in production, the parts will NOT be a direct bolt-on. These parts may require prepping, sanding, shaving, filling gaps, cutting, or other types of body work. These modifications may include removal or cutting of the reinforcement bars. By complying with our policies, the customer understands the procedure for installing the body kit. We HIGHLY recommend that a professional custom shop with fiberglass body kit experience perform the installation. Refunds may be issued on extreme fitment cases.

Do I have to test fit the parts before I paint them?

Yes, we recommend that you test fit all parts before you paint them. This will insure that you have the correct parts and also allow you to check the fit prior to prepping and painting. All parts that are drilled, prepped, and/or painted cannot be returned for credit or exchange.
What is necessary to prepare parts for paint?

All Extreme Dimensions’ products require that you test fit before doing anything else. Once the parts are test fitted, they may require some shaving, trimming, sanding, molding, and/or filling for proper fitment. You will sand and/or wet sand the parts before primering and painting. Most body shops will begin by fitting, sanding and then primering the part(s) before painting.
What kind of hardware would I need for installation?

Your OEM hardware should be more than enough to install our products. In some cases, you may need additional hardware such as self taping screws, double-sided tape, etc. to attach our parts onto your car.

Do I need to remove the reinforcement bar?  
The removal of the reinforcement bar may be necessary for the fitment of our aftermarket products. In some cases, the reinforcement bar may need to be trimmed down for fitment of our products.  

Do your products fit as well as my OEM parts?  
All Extreme Dimensions’ products are made to the closest OEM standards possible, but since they are all hand laid we cannot guarantee a perfect fit. Also with the vast number of possibilities of why products do not fit perfectly, such as installation on vehicles which had been involved in an accident, heat, poor installation, etc, it is very difficult to guarantee perfect fitment. We do however, guarantee satisfaction on our products, so for any reason you are not satisfied with what you ordered, simply return it within 10 days of receipt, and we will refund you the product price in full.

Are these products street legal?

STEP 1: START BY OPENING THE HOOD/TRUNK. PROCEED BY REMOVING ALL FACTORY SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS THAT SECURE THE FACTORY BUMPER. BE SURE TO CHECK THE FENDERWELLS, HOOD/TRUNK, AND UNDERNEATH OF THE VEHICLE. (NOTE: THE NUMBER OF SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS MAY VARY WITH EACH VEHICLE.)
STEP 2: REMOVE THE OEM FACTORY BUMPER BY FIRMLY AND CAREFULLY PULLING FORWARD, CHECK FOR ANY WIRE HARNESSES. DISCONNECT ANY WIRE HARNESSES AND LIGHTING EQUIPMENT SUCH AS TURN SIGNALS, FOGLIGHTS, ETC. STEP 4: WITH THE FACTORY BUMPER AS A REFERENCE TAKE A MARKER OR PENCIL AND MARK THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS/COUTURE BUMPER IN THE SAME HOLE LOCATIONS AND DRILL. ONCE THE HOLES ARE MADE, TEST THE BUMPER FOR FITMENT ONE MORE TIME TO MAKE SURE THE HOLES ARE ALIGNED. (NOTE: DRILL SIZES MAY VARY WITH EACH VEHICLE.)
STEP 5: WITH STEPS 1-4 COMPLETED, REUSE YOUR OEM SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS TO FIRMLY ATTACH THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS/COUTURE BUMPER IN PLACE OF YOUR OEM FACTORY BUMPER. SIDESKIRTS

STEP 1: START BY CHECKING AND REMOVING ALL FACTORY HARDWARE, SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS THAT MAY BE SECURING THE FACTORY SIDESKIRT TO THE CAR. BE SURE TO CHECK UNDERNEATH AND BOTH WHEEL WELLS OF THE VEHICLE. (NOTE: THE NUMBER OF SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS MAY VARY WITH EACH VEHICLE.)

STEP 2: BY FIRMLY AND CAREFULLY PULLING OUTWARDS, REMOVE THE FACTORY SIDESKIRT. SOME FACTORY SIDESKIRTS MAY REQUIRE THAT YOU SLIDE THE SIDESKIRT BACKWARD OR FORWARD BEFORE REMOVAL. (NOTE: STYLES MAY VARY WHICH MAY NOT REQUIRE THE REMOVAL OF THE FACTORY SIDESKIRTS.)

STEP 3: WITH THE FACTORY SIDESKIRT REMOVED, PLACE THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS/COUTURE SIDESKIRT ON THE VEHICLE AND TEST FOR FITMENT. (NOTE: STYLES MAY VARY WHICH MAY RESULT IN SANDING AND/OR TRIMMING OF SIDESKIRT FOR PROPER FITMENT.)

STEP 4: ONCE THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS/COUTURE SIDESKIRT HAS BEEN PROPERLY FITTED, USE THE SELF-TAPPING SCREWS TO SECURE THE SIDESKIRT. START BY USING A GREASE PENCIL, DRAW A LINE ALONG THE TOP EDGE OF THE PART FOR REFERENCE OF WHERE THE PART WILL BE TOUCHING THE BODY OF THE CAR (IF APPLICABLE).

STEP 5: REMOVE PART AND CLEAN THE SURFACE WHERE THE SIDESKIRT WILL BE MEETING THE BODY OF THE CAR (IF APPLICABLE).

STEP 6: APPLY DOUBLE-SIDED TAPE APPROXIMATELY ¼” LOWER THAN THE LINE DRAWN WITH THE GREASE PENCIL (IF APPLICABLE).

STEP 7: PEEL APPROXIMATELY 2” OF PLASTIC BACKING OFF THE TAPE, MAKING A “TAIL” FROM CENTER OF PART SO THAT YOU CAN POSITION THE PART ON CAR WITHOUT COMPLETELY REMOVING THE BACKING FROM TAPE. POSITION THE SIDESKIRT ON THE CAR, USING YOUR GREASE LINE AS A REFERENCE. ONCE IN PLACE, PULL “TAIL” AND PRESS FIRMLY (IF APPLICABLE).
STEP 8: FIRMLY TO ENSURE GOOD ADHESION. DRILL (2) 1/8” HOLES INTO EACH WHEEL WELL AND SECURE WITH (2) PHILLIPS HEAD SCREWS PER SIDE.EAR WHEEL WELL
NOTE:  DEPENDING ON THE APPLICATION THERE MAY BE NO REMOVAL OF THE FACTORY SIDE SKIRT REQUIRED.  SOME APPLICATION MAY NOT EVEN HAVE A FACTORY SIDE SKIRT TO REMOVE EITHER.  CHECK WITH YOUR SALES REPRESENTATIVE FOR FURTHER INFORMATION.

FRONT & REAR LIP

STEP 1: USING MASKING TAPE OR SOME OTHER KIND OF PROTECTANT, COVER THE PORTION OF YOUR OEM BUMPER WHERE THE LIP IS TO BE INSTALLED TO AVOID ANY SCRATCHES, SCRAPES, OR SCUFFS.

STEP 2: PLACE LIP ON CAR AND CHECK THE FITMENT. (NOTE: STYLES MAY VARY WHICH MAY RESULT IN SANDING AND/OR TRIMMING OF LIP FOR PROPER FITMENT.)

STEP 3: REMOVE PART AND CLEAN THE SURFACE WHERE THE DOUBLE STICK TAPE WILL COME IN CONTACT WITH THE OEM BUMPER.  APPLY A STRIP OF DOUBLE STICK TAPE TO THE LIP WHERE IT WILL COME IN CONTACT WITH THE OEM BUMPER.

STEP 4: WITH THE LIP PLACED ON THE OEM BUMPER, MARK ON THE LIP, IN THE WHEEL WELL WHERE THE LIP WRAPS AROUND, TWO SPOTS TO DRILL HOLES FOR MOUNTING SCREWS.  

STEP 5: PEEL APPROXIMATELY 2” OF PLASTIC BACKING OFF THE TAPE, MAKING A “TAIL” FROM CENTER OF PART SO THAT YOU CAN POSITION THE PART ON CAR WITHOUT COMPLETELY REMOVING THE BACKING FROM TAPE.  PULL “TAIL” AND PRESS PART FIRMLY TO VEHICLE.
STEP 6: DRILL (2) 1/8” HOLES INTO EACH WHEEL WELL AND SECURE WITH (2) PHILLIPS HEAD SCREWS PER SIDE WHERE PREVIOUSLY MARKED IN STEP 4.

FENDERS

STEP 1: START BY OPENING THE HOOD. PROCEED BY REMOVING ALL SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS THAT SECURE THE FRONT BUMPER. BE SURE TO CHECK THE FENDERWELLS, HOOD, AND UNDERNEATH OF THE VEHICLE. (NOTE: THE NUMBER OF SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS MAY VARY WITH EACH VEHICLE.)
STEP 2: REMOVE THE FRONT BUMPER BY FIRMLY AND CAREFULLY PULLING FORWARD, THEN CHECK FOR ANY WIRE HARNESSES. DISCONNECT ANY WIRE HARNESSES AND LIGHTING EQUIPMENT SUCH AS TURN SIGNALS, FOGLIGHTS, ETC. (NOTE: SOME BUMPER REMOVAL/INSTALLATION MAY REQUIRE THE REMOVAL OF THE HEADLAMPS. BE SURE TO DISCONNECT ANY AND ALL WIRING HARNESSES BEFORE THE REMOVAL OF THE HEADLAMPS AND REATTACH THEM TO THE HEADLAMPS AFTER THE INSTALLATION IS FINISHED.)

STEP 8: WITH THE FACTORY FENDER AS A REFERENCE TAKE A MARKER OR PENCIL AND MARK THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS FENDER IN THE SAME LOCATIONS AND DRILL ONCE THE HOLES ARE MADE, TEST THE FENDER FOR FITMENT ONE MORE TIME TO MAKE SURE THE HOLES ARE ALIGNED. (NOTE: DRILL SIZES MAY VARY WITH EACH VEHICLE.)

STEP 9: WITH STEPS 1-8 COMPLETED, REUSE YOUR OEM SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS TO FIRMLY ATTACH THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS FENDER IN PLACE OF YOUR OEM FENDER. (NOTE: NOT ALL FACTORY SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS MAY BE REQIRED, YOU MAY ALSO USE THE SUPPLIED BRACKETS, NUTS AND BOLTS, AND/OR SCREWS THAT ARE INCLUDED IN THE KIT IF NESCESSARY.)

STEP 10: REVERSE STEPS 1-4 AND REATTACH THE FRONT BUMPER, SIDESKIRTS, AND/OR HEADLAMPS.

***SOME FENDERS MAY REQUIRE REMOVAL AND ATTACHMENT OF THE HOOD.***

HOOD

STEP 1: START BY OPENING THE HOOD. PROCEED BY REMOVING ALL FACTORY OEM CLIPS AND/OR BRACKETS THAT ATTACH ANY COVERS AND/OR INSULLATION TO THE FACTORY HOOD. BE SURE TO REMOVE THE WINDSHIELD WASHERS, HOSES, AND/OR CLIPS. (NOTE: THE NUMBER OF CLIPS,AND/OR BRACKETS MAY VARY WITH EACH VEHICLE.)
STEP 2: REMOVE THE OEM FACTORY HOOD BY REMOVING THE BOLTS/NUTS ATTACHING IT TO THE HINGE. (NOTE: YOU MAY NEED A FRIEND TO HELP HOLD THE HOOD WHILE YOU ARE UNBOLTING THE HOOD.) 

STEP 3: INSTALL THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS HOOD BY REVERSING STEP 2 (NOTE: CHECK FOR FITMENT AND ADJUST THE BOLTS/NUTS AND/OR BUMPSTOPS FOR PROPER FITMENT)

STEP 4: WITH STEPS 1-3 COMPLETED, REUSE YOUR OEM CLIPS AND/OR BRACKETS TO FIRMLY ATTACH ANY COVERS AND/OR INSULLATION TO DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS HOOD. BE SURE TO ATTACH THE WINDSHIELD WASHERS, HOSES, AND/OR CLIPS.

***SOME HOODS MAY REQUIRE REMOVAL AND ATTACHMENT OF THE FACTORY LATCH FROM/TO THE HOODS.***

TRUNK

STEP 1: START BY OPENING THE TRUNK AND REMOVE ALL FACTORY OEM CLIPS AND/OR BRACKETS THAT ATTACH ANY COVERS AND/OR INSULLATION OF THE FACTORY TRUNK. BE SURE TO REMOVE THE HINGE, LOCK, AND/OR ALL CABLES OF THE FACTORY LOCK ASSEMBLY FROM THE TRUNK. (NOTE: THE NUMBER OF CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS MAY VARY WITH EACH VEHICLE.)
STEP 2: REMOVE THE OEM FACTORY TRUNK BY REMOVING THE BOLTS/NUTS ATTACHING IT TO THE HINGE. (NOTE: YOU MAY NEED A FRIEND TO HELP HOLD THE TRUNK WHILE YOU ARE UNBOLTING THE TRUNK.) 

STEP 3: WITH STEPS 1-2 COMPLETED, REUSE YOUR OEM CLIPS AND/OR BRACKETS TO FIRMLY ATTACH ANY COVERS AND/OR INSULLATION TO CARBON CREATIONS TRUNK. BE SURE TO ATTACH THE HINGE, LOCK, AND/OR ALL CABLES OF THE FACTORY LOCK ASSEMBLY FROM THE TRUNK. (NOTE: SOME DRILLING MAY BE INVOLVED.)

STEP 4: INSTALL THE CARBON CREATIONS TRUNK BY REVERSING STEP 2 (NOTE: CHECK FOR FITMENT AND ADJUST THE BOLTS/NUTS AND/OR BUMPSTOPS FOR PROPER FITMENT)

STEP 1: OPEN TRUNK AND COVER THE TRUNK CARPET WITH A DROP CLOTH SO THE HOT METAL SHAVINGS WILL NOT BURN INTO THE CARPET. PARTIALLY CLOSE THE TRUNK. ALSO REMOVE ANY TRIM PANELS WITH A PANEL PULLER, OR SCREW DRIVER.
STEP 2: PLACE SPOILER ON TRUNK AND ALIGN TO PROPER POSITION. CHECK FOR PROPER ALIGNMENT USING A TAPE MEASURE SIDE TO SIDE & FRONT TO BACK. 

STEP 3: AFTER PROPER ALIGNMENT IS MADE, USING A PENCIL TRACE AROUND THE BASE OF THE SPOILER ONTO THE TRUNK, AND MARK POSITION WHERE THE BOLTS WILL BE INSERTED TO THE SPOILER.

STEP 4: USING A 1/8” DRILL BIT, DRILL OUT THE POINTS THAT ARE NOW MARKED ON THE TRUNK.  USING ZINC CHROMATE PRIMER OR ANY QUALITY RUST PREVENTATIVE MATERIAL COAT ALL BARE METAL FROM THE HOLES DRILLED. ALLOW TO DRY.

STEP 5: IF YOUR DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS SPOILER IS EQUIPPED WITH A PROVISION FOR A LED BRAKE LIGHT FEED THE BRAKE LIGHT WIRE THRU THE HOLE IN THE TRUNK THAT WAS DRILLED FOR THE BRAKE LIGHT WIRE.

STEP 6: PLACE THE SPOILER ON THE TRUNK AND SECURE IT WITH THE BOLTS/SCREWS AND WASHERS PROVIDED. HAND TIGHTEN.
GRILLES

STEP 1: START BY OPENING THE HOOD. PROCEED BY REMOVING ALL FACTORY SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS THAT SECURE THE FACTORY FRONT BUMPER. BE SURE TO CHECK THE FENDERWELLS, HOOD, AND UNDERNEATH OF THE VEHICLE. (NOTE: THE NUMBER OF SCREWS, BOLTS, NUTS, CLIPS, AND/OR BRACKETS MAY VARY WITH EACH VEHICLE.)
STEP 2: REMOVE THE OEM FACTORY FRONT BUMPER BY FIRMLY AND CAREFULLY PULLING FORWARD, CHECK FOR ANY WIRE HARNESSES. DISCONNECT ANY WIRE HARNESSES AND LIGHTING EQUIPMENT SUCH AS TURN SIGNALS, FOGLIGHTS, ETC. 

STEP 3: WITH THE FACTORY BUMPER OFF, YOU WILL NOW BE ABLE TO REMOVE THE FACTORY GRILLE.  DEPENDING ON YOUR APPLICATION THERE MIGHT BE SCREWS, TABS, OR A COMBINATION OF THE TWO.  MAKE SURE THAT YOU HAVE RELIEVED EVERYTHING THAT IS HOLDING THE GRILLE IN PLACE BEFORE STARTING TO SEPARATE THE GRILLE FROM THE BUMPER.
STEP 4: WITH THE OEM GRILLE REMOVED PLACE THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS GRILLE IN THE FACTORY LOCATION TO CHECK FOR PROPER FITMENT.

STEP 5: LINE UP THE MOUNTING TABS LOCATED ON THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS GRILLE AND MARK THE TABS WITH A GREASE PENCIL TO WHERE THE TABS NEED TO BE DRILLED FOR INSTALLATION

STEP 6: MEASURE THE MOUNTING HOLES ON THE OEM GRILLE TO DETERMINE PROPER DRILL BIT SIZE, AND DRILL THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS GRILLE WHERE PREVIOUSLY MARKED IN STEP 5

STEP 7: REVERSE STEPS 1-3 FOR INSTALLATION OF THE DURAFLEX/CARBON CREATIONS GRILLE

NOTE: FOR ADDITIONAL REINFORCEMENT YOU MAY CONSIDER APPLYING DOUBLE STICK TAPE ALONG THE BOTTOM EDGE OF THE GRILLE WHERE THE GRILLE TOUCHES THE OEM BUMPER.
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
